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After conditioning your
clay, dust the inside of
the mold with corn
starch or baby powder
using a fluffy artist
brush or makeup
brush.

Dip brush in powder,
then tap off the excess
Lightly dust mold
cavity in a pouncing
motion. Blow out
excess powder if
needed to maintain
detail.
